2025 Secondary 1, 2 and 3 End-of-Year Examination 
This letter informs you of the schedule of the 2025 End-of-Year Examinations. Please advise your child/ward 
to practise sound time management, self-directedness and put in consistent effort to his/her studies to reach 
his/her full potential. 

EXAMINATION RULES AND REGULATIONS 
Yuhuans must read, understand, and comply fully with the examination rules and regulations. 

Reporting Time/Attendance 

1. Yuhuans are to report to school before 7.30 am on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays,
and before 8.25 am on Wednesdays.

2. Yuhuans are to report to the examination venues and be seated at their assigned desks at least
15 minutes before the commencement of the examination.

3. Yuhuans will not be given any make-up time if they report late for the examination. The school
will assess the reason(s) provided on a case-by-case basis and decide on the award of marks. If
Yuhuans report after the end of the examination, they will be marked as absent for the paper
and will receive an ‘Absent’ grade for the subject.

4. In the event of a major train service disruption, affected Yuhuans who arrive late will be allowed
to enter the examination venues and sit for the papers. They will be given the full duration of the
paper as long as they arrive before the end of the paper.

5. Yuhuans are to inform the school if they are on medical leave or are not able to reach the school
on time due to unexpected emergencies.

6. Yuhuans are required to stay for the full duration of each paper. Yuhuans may leave the school
if they do not have a second paper. Yuhuans do not have to report to school if they do not have
to sit for any paper on a particular day.

7. Yuhuans must sit for all components of a subject. Yuhuans who are absent for any examination
must submit a valid medical certificate to their form teachers on their return to school. Yuhuans
who fail to submit a valid medical certificate will be issued ‘Absent’ and this will be taken into
consideration for promotion to the next academic level.
