e Starting from the Academic Year 2026 intake, admissions to the PFP will be restructured to a
cluster-based approach. Students in the PFP can enter one of three key broad clusters: (i)
Sciences, (ii) Design, Engineering & Technology or (iii) Humanities, Art, Media and Business, before
posting to a specific diploma course based on their interest and PFP performance.
Diploma-specific admission will apply for the Diploma in Nursing, Diploma in Early Childhood
Development & Education and Diploma in Tamil Studies with Early Education.

e Starting from the Academic Year 2028 intake, the PFP will be expanded to allow students taking
G3 subjects, or a mix of G2 and G3 subjects to access PFP by mapping their G3 grade to the G2
equivalent.
